Anna Livia Statue finds nhew home
The statue of Anna Livia, better known to Dubliners as
“the Floozy in the Jacuzzi”, now sits in the Croppy Acre
Memorial Park outside the Ashling Hotel. The Anna Livia
sculpture was removed from the middle of O’Connell
Street in 2001, and for years the statue was stored in a
crate in a yard at St Anne’s Park in Raheny. In February
2011 after being reworked and refurbished, the statue
was relocated to the Park outside the Hotel.

The monument is a personification of the River Liffey
(Abhainn na Life in Irish) which runs through the city.
Anna Livia Plurabelle is the name of a character in James
Joyce’s Finnegans Wake who also embodies the river.

Ingredients:

1 Leg of Lamb, 1 bottle of good quality red wine, 4 cloves of
garlic, bunch of thyme, 2 cloves, 6 shallots, 1 bayleaf, cracked
black pepper and salt.

Method:

To Marinate the Lamb:
Score the lamb and place in a deep container
Mix garlic, thyme, cloves, shallots and bayleaf, salt and pepper
in a food processor and rub over the back of the lamb, add the
bottle of wine - cover and leave for 3 days, turning every day.

To Cook:

Remove from marinate and place on a bed of root vegetable and
put in a preheated oven @ 180°C. cook for 1 and %2 hours or 17
minutes per pound.

- When cooked remove from tray and leave to rest for 30 minutes.
Separate the vegetable from the jus in the dish, pass through a
fine sieve.

At this stage deglaze the tray with a good red wine and add the
jus that has been passed through the sieve.
Reduce by half and serve.
